Appendix B

Clinic Uniforms, Safety Glasses or Prescription
Glasses, Gloves and Masks

Clinic Attire: (Candidates must provide their own)

¢ (Clinic uniforms, clinic shoes (closed toe) and hosiery must be worn
in the clinic.

Jewelry/Hair:

e Jewelry must be kept to a minimum for safety reasons.
e Hair must be kept back off the face for safety reasons

Safety Glasses: (Candidates must provide their own safety
glasses or prescription glasses.)

e Safety glasses or prescription glasses will be worn at all times in
the clinic, including the radiography rooms and processing area.

Gloves: (NDAEB will provide gloves - candidates are permitted to
bring their own)

films.

e NDAEB will provide all instruments, equipment and consumable
supplies.

e Candidates must bring their own clinic uniforms and safety glasses
or prescription glasses and may bring their own gloves.

e Personal dental instruments, equipment and supplies are not
permitted.
